2. (Appears in Nature Study Notes as CH27)

watch what you are doing. Do nothing.

Occasionally, raise your head ‘ard watch someone.

1f they raise their head and“watch you, play for a short time,
watching what you are,doing. 1f, while you are watching what

you are doing, doing nothing, you feel that someone is watching you,
play for a short time,

watching what you are doing, or

raise your head and watch the person who is watching you.

If someone is watching you, play for a short time,

watching what you are doing.
