The ‘plugged’ version of this work, called ‘grind show (electric)’ is a
superimposition of two scenes: the foreground in a bawdy dance hall, and the
background a rainy landscape at night. The scene from Goya’s ‘St Isidora
Pilgirmage’, which was painted over an exisiting canvas, gave me the idea of
superimposing something bright over something dark.

This version removes the dark layer from the musical scenery (the
electronics) to reveal instrumental dialogues of irregular patterns and dances.
